NASHVILLE, Tenn. — The Commodores concluded Spring Practice with Team Black
earning a 33-0 win over Team Gold in the annual Black & Gold Spring Game at
Vanderbilt Stadium.

Team Black, comprised mostly of first-teamers dominated the pass-heavy game on
both sides of the ball, but it was the play of junior wide receiver Jordan Matthews and
redshirt freshman wide receiver Josh Grady that the 8,500 in attendance will remember
most.

Playing for Team Black, the duo combined to score three of Vanderbilt's touchdowns,
including the final score of the game when Grady took a direct snap and found
Matthews, who bobbled the pass a few times before hauling it in and racing down the
field for a 54-yard score with 1:34 to play.

Matthews had scored earlier on a 17-yard strike from quarterback Jordan Rodgers
in the second quarter and Grady rushed for an eight-yard touchdown out of the Wildcat
