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New Era in Vanderbilt Football: James Franklin Named as Coach

SPRING INOTES

Vanderhbilt will unveil the James Franklin Era
March 18 when the Commodores begin spring
drills on campus.

Franklin, 39, was introduced as the 27th
head coach in Vanderbilt gridiron history on
Dec. 17, 2010.

The former University of Maryland assistant
head coach/offensive coordinator replaced
Robbie Caldwell, who went 2-10 in 2010, his
only season as head coach of the program.

Since the initial press conference, Franklin
has been working to change the culture sur-
rounding a program that has enjoyed just one

winning season in recent memory.

"It's time that this football program starts
reflecting everything else on this campus and
that's a commitment to excellence," Franklin
said at the December announcement. "No part
of this program will settle. We will be all about
competing...about having a great attitude on
and off the field, and about developing men for
the future."

Just weeks after accepting the Vanderbilt
position, Franklin enticed what recruiting
experts suggest is the top Commodore signing
class since the mid-1990s.

He also put the finishing touches on a
coaching staff that includes some of the
brightest minds in college football.

Franklin has told Commodore followers to
expect a different mindset from Vanderhilt
players and staff. A top priority in Spring Ball is
to develop team confidence and unity.

"We must create the belief among everyone
associated with the Vanderbilt program that
winning is our expectation, from the players,
coaches and staff to all of our fans. Our intent
as football team is to succeed in everything we
do. That starts with Spring Ball," Franklin said.

Defensive Secondary: Commodore Strength

The Commodores return virtually the entire defensive secondary
intact, including two veterans that most experts believe are among the
Southeastern Conference's best at their respective positions.

The secondary is paced by a pair of seniors and All-SEC prospects in
cornerback Casey Hayward and safety Sean Richardson.

The corps also includes starting cornerback Eddie Foster, starting
free safety Kenny Ladler, and part-time starters Andre Hal and Trey
Wilson, and several other young prospects that will push for starting
roles.

"“The secondary appears to be one of the strengths of our defense,
and we'll look to build on that strength during spring ball," Head Coach
James Franklin said. "We'll also look for a lot of leadership from this
position group."

Hayward ranks third among active SEC players with eight INTs and
topped the conference last year in pass breakups (11) and passes
defended (17). Richardson, a starter in 18 straight games, ranks among
the league's active leaders with 193 total tackles.

Every '10 Starter Returns on Offense

The Commodores hope blending a new and innovative coaching
staff with a load of returning starters result in more offensive points
and production.

Vanderbilt returns all 11 offensive starters from a year ago,
including two-year starting QB Larry Smith, active receptions leader
Brandon Barden at tight end, active rushing leader Warren Norman
at tailback, and 2010 SEC All-Freshman pick Wesley Johnson at left
tackle.

Head Coach James Franklin, who served as offensive
coordinator at Maryland, has hired one of his top Terrapin assistants,
John Donovan, as the Vanderbilt coordinator. The staff also includes
four assistants at BCS-level teams last year: Gharles Bankins, TEs,
Maryland; Chris Beatty, WRs, West Virginia; Herb Hand, OL,
Vanderbilt; and Ricky Rahne, QBs, Kansas State.

In 2010, the unit ranked low in the SEC in scoring offense
(16.9 ppg, 12th), total offense (298.2 ypg, 12th) and pass offense
(159.4 ypg, 11th).

Quarterbacks: Trio Competing this Spring

The Commodores enter spring drills with three scholarship
quarterbacks in uniform — and one of the trio is expected to ease into a
full return due to injury.

The new Commaodore staff has just one signal caller that has taken a
snap at Vanderbilt: two-year starter Larry Smith. The only other healthy
quarterback on scholarship is redshirt sophomore Charlie Goro.

Jordan Rodgers, the player most observers believe could compete
with Smith for the starting job, should be at full strength by the close of
spring drills.

The added repetitions — and coaching from a pair of notable
quarterback mentors in James Franklin and position coach Ricky Rahne
— could prove beneficial to the entire group.

Quarterback depth will improve this summer, with three QB signees
expected on campus: Josh Grady of Tampa, Fla., Kris Kentera of
Colorado Springs, Colo., and Lafonte Thourogood of Virginia Beach, Va.

Four 'Dores Looking at Position Changes

Four Commodores will enter Spring Practice playing positions different
from a year ago.

Two of the six — Blake Gowder and Marc Panu — are moving across
the line of scrimmage: Gowder going from TE/HB to LB and Panu going
from DL to FB.

After alternating between RB and DB last year, Eric Samuels is
expected to start spring drills at DB.

A fourth letter winner, Javon Marshall, will move from CB to safety.

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Coach, can you talk about this being your first Spring Practice as a
head coach?

FRANKLIN: "I'm very excited about spring ball. Really, I'm probably
most excited that it gives us an opportunity to get on the field and actually
coach these guys in a specific football environment. We've done the
ground work, had a really strong offseason (weight) program with the
entire team. But there's a difference between working in the weight room,
and actually doing it on the field. Getting on the field and seeing what
our guys can do, how they transfer information from the classroom to the
field, things like that.

"I'm evaluating a lot of things, like our tempo, how are we going to
practice and compete? | also want to see the guys on the field and see
how they react to our coaches.

"I'm pleased with where we are as a team (entering spring drills). I've
watched us come together as a team and I'm starting to see the
confidence build. So, of course, I'm very excited about spring ball."

Talk about (Director of Performance Enhancement) Dwight Galt's
efforts — and results he’s witnessed — during first winter workout
program on campus?

FRANKLIN: "Everybody is excited. It's apparent our kids really love
Coach (Galt) and are working extremely hard for him. In just a short time,
we have made amazing strides in our speed, strength and flexibility.

"To me, Coach Galt is the best strength coach in the country. He's
doing a tremendous job. If you talk to the players and our coaches, they'll
tell you how impressed they have been."

"l also think it's been a rebirth for Coach Galt. He was great at
Maryland, but had been there for 26 years. He loves this town, loves this
school and loves our Kids. He's excited about being in the SEC and about
our relationship, so | feel like it's a fresh start for Coach. | know he's
really excited about the opportunity.”

Talk about the staff you have attracted to Vanderbilt — and how
they will approach spring drills.

FRANKLIN: "I feel even better and more assured about this staff now
than when | was hiring them. I'm pleased that I've surrounded myself
with such an intelligent bunch of guys, coaches that are passionate about
being at Vanderbilt, and passionate about this opportunity. Their passion,
energy and enthusiasm will translate to our players, to recruiting, to every
aspect of our program.

"This entire staff is truly on the same page in regards to our goals, our
mission and our plan.

"We are united as a coaching staff. It's 10 really talented guys that are
truly working toward the same goal. It will give us a great opportunity to
do something really special."

What are your top goals to be achieved this spring?

FRANKLIN: "We want to build trust between players and the coaches,
and vice versa. Leadership is important, identifying guys that will stand
up, lead by actions and also be willing to be verbal leaders and challenge
those around them. And finally, competitiveness will be a key. Our goal is
to be the most competitive team in the country. We will compete in every
thing we do. That same attitude will also take place in the classroom.

“When it comes to Xs and 0Os, | want our guys to be confident in
what we can do. It's most important that we give them a foundation of
schemes that we can build on successfully between now and summer
camp."

How does Spring Practice relate to your effort to change the
culture surrounding Vanderbilt football?

FRANKLIN: "Spring ball is simply the next step. We have gone from
how they work, to how they preceive themselves, to how they interact
with their teammates, to how they carry themselves. Now, we need to
come together as a squad and do it on the field.

"My belief is the harder you work, the harder it is to give in because
you've simply put to much into it!

"We've done a great deal of work leading up to spring ball, we've
sacrificed as a team, we've pushed ourselves, our attitude has improved
significantly. Now, it's time to get this entire team working as one, all
working toward a common goal to put Vanderbilt in a position for success."

You have talked about this being an ultra-competitive Spring Practice.
Will this be a camp where we’ll see competition for the starting job at
virtually every position?

FRANKLIN: "Every job is open. There is no depth chart. There are
some guys that will start simply because they have more experience, but
nobody owns the position. Everybody is going to have to prove it, prove it
every day on a consistent basis. Everything has changed, and everything
will be challenged."

No other position group exhibits Vanderbilt's need for more depth
than the offensive line. There's definitely some good and bad in the
corps.

OL mentor Herb Hand, the only coach retained by James Franklin
from the 2010 Vanderbilt staff, is blessed with five returning starters,
topped by tackles Wesley Johnson and Ryan Seymour, and senior
guard Kyle Fischer.

On the flip side, Hand will enter spring drills limited by just 10
available linemen. The lack of numbers is best exhibited at center where
sophomore Logan Stewart is the only active returnee on the spring roster.

"We have some proven guys up front, but we're too thin across the
offensive line," Franklin said. "It's something we addressed (during
recruiting), but it will take some time to get the numbers corrected."

RB Corps: Could Be Busy Spring for Tate, Powell

With 2010 starting TB Warren Norman (Jr.) rehabilitating injuries
this spring, expect Wesley Tate (R-So.) and Micah Powell (R-Jr.) to get
ample opportunities to impress the new coaching staff as
potential running backs for next year.

The offensive staff expects big things this spring from Tate and
Powell, both of whom have impressed during the team's winter
workout program. Neither played extensively last year: Tate was used
largely in short-yardage situations; Powell's role was on special teams.

Tate, the brother of former Notre Dame All-America WR Golden Tate,
enters spring drills off his best offseason conditioning program.

The coaches will also get a close look at junior Zac Stacy, the
team's second leading active rusher behind Norman with 809 career
yards. Stacy rushed for 331 yards last year before the missing the last
three games.

Players Switching Jersey Numbers

This spring, nine Commodores will wear a different jersey number
than they did last year.

The jersey changes include a Vanderbilt player wearing jersey
No. 1 (sophomore starting safety Kenny Ladler) for the first time since
the 2004 season. As a freshman last year, Ladler wore No. 27.

Other jersey changes this spring include DB Steven Clark
(#12 instead of #30), safety Andre Simmons (#25 instead of #32),
safety Karl Butler (#28 instead of #40); snapper Andrew East
(#34 instead of #51) and DE Thomas Ryan (#96 instead of #68).

The clinic is free for all female Vanderbilt students. VUFB 101 is limited to
the first 300 registrants. All participants must be at least 18 years of age.
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Eight 'Dores Limited in Spring Drills

Junior QB is expected to see at full
strength by the end of spring drills.

A sophomore TE, Johnston will miss
contact during spring but should be ready to go this summer.

e Walker May (leg). A sophomore DE, May should see increased
repetitions through spring drills.

e Thad McHaney (leg). Coaches expect sophomore DE to compete
for playing time in summer camp.

e Grant Ramsay (leg). A redshirt freshman OL, Ramsay will get
limited repetitions in spring, but return for full duty during summer.

James Franklin, one of the nation's top offensive coordinators and
recruiters, is a head coach-in-waiting no longer.

Franklin, assistant head coach and offensive coordinator at the
University of Maryland, was introduced Dec. 27 as the 27th head coach in
Commodore football history.

A native of Langhorne, Pa., the 39-year-old Franklin is the first minority
head coach to lead the Vanderbilt football program.

Since arriving on campus, Franklin has been an tireless spokesman
for the program, crossing the nation to visit with key alumni groups and
actively building relationships on campus with university organizations and
leaders.

In 2010, Franklin molded Maryland quarterback Danny Q'Brien into a
Freshman All-America and the Atlantic Coast Conference's Rookie of the
Year. 0'Brien ranked third among freshmen nationally in pass efficiency,
throwing for 2,438 yards and 22 touchdowns after becoming the team's
starter four games into the season.

Terrapin wide receiver Torrey Smith also flourished last year in Franklin's
offense, catching 67 passes for 1,055 yards and 12 touchdowns en route to
earning first-team All-ACC honors.

The Terrapins finished the 2010 season with a record of 9-4, concluding
with an impressive victory over East Carolina in the Military Bowl. Maryland
was a contender for the ACC crown in large part to an offense that ranked
among the nation's best in limiting turnovers.

In 2008, Franklin's first year as offensive coordinator at Maryland, he
helped mentor six ACC offensive performers, the most of any team in the
conference.

Franklin spent eight years on the coaching staff at Maryland, including
the last three seasons as assistant head coach and offensive coordinator. In
February 2009, Franklin was designated as the successor to Maryland head
coach Ralph Friedgen.

Franklin’s efforts at Maryland impressed former Terrapin Athletic Director
Debbie Yow, now Director of Athletics at North Carolina State.

"Coach Franklin is a terrific fit for Vanderbilt...an over achiever who
maximizes every opportunity. He will bring with him a relentless work ethic
and a staff that does the same. Working hard and working smart are his
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trademarks, along with expectations of academic excellence," Yow said.

In addition to his offensive acumen, Franklin is regarded as one of the
nation's top recruiters and helped the Terrapins sign 10 four-star recruits in
the past two classes. Rivals.com has cited Franklin among the nation’s Top
25 recruiters on at least four occasions, including the last two years.

Franklin also has a history of helping develop outstanding talent. Two
recent pupils — Maryland receiver Darrius Heyward-Bey and Kansas State
quarterback Josh Freeman — were chosen in the first round of the 2009
NFL Draft.

Franklin spent the 2006-07 seasons as offensive coordinator at Kansas
State, helping the Wildcats achieve their first winning season in four years,
and gain a berth in the inaugural Texas Bowl. While with Kansas State, he
impressed another member of the Wildcat staff, current Tampa Bay Head
Coach Raheem Morris.

He’s a tremendous motivator of men, and inspires character
in each of his players. He works really hard to be the best
that he can be as a coach, and has the toughness to build up
a program in the SEC. He will no doubt be a great
representative of Vanderbilt University,” Morris said.

In 2007, one year after earning Freshman All-America
honors, Freeman broke a number of school records by
throwing for 3,353 yards, including 122 completions to Jordy
Nelson. Freeman is currently the starting quarterback for
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers while Nelson is a key receiver
for the Green Bay Packers. That season, the Wildcat offense
featured a 3,000-yard passer, 1,500-yard receiver and
1,000-yard rusher for the first time in K-State history. Nelson
also walked away with consensus All-America recognition
that year.

Like Nelson, Franklin shares ties with Green Bay, having
spent the 2005 season as the Packers' wide receivers coach
under head coach Mike Sherman. That year, Donald Driver
established a number of new career-high marks with 86
receptions for 1,221 receiving yards.

Franklin's first full-time NFL gig came on the heels of a
five-year tenure with the Terrapins. After being hired prior to
the 2000 season, Franklin was one of two assistant coaches
retained by Friedgen that November.

The Terrapins would earn three postseason berths in the
next four seasons, including an appearance in the 2002
FedEx Orange Bowl. In 2003, Franklin was promoted to be
Maryland's recruiting coordinator, helping deliver back-to-
back recruiting classes ranked among the nation's Top 25.

The tireless Franklin gained valuable experience in his
early coaching career at five different stops. As the receivers
coach at Idaho State in 1999, Franklin helped mentor a
Bengals team that ranked ninth nationally in total offense.

Franklin's first coaching job at a BCS conference school
came in 1998 at Washington State as the graduate assistant
in charge of tight ends under head coach Mike Price. He also
spent one season at James Madison as the wide receivers
coach for head coach Alex Wood.

Franklin has been involved with the NFL's Minority
Coaching Fellowship Program since 1998, including
internships with the Minnesota Vikings, Philadelphia Eagles
and Miami Dolphins.

Franklin began his coaching career in 1995 as the wide
receivers coach at Kutztown State (Pa.). The following year,
he returned to his alma mater, East Stroudsburg University,
to mentor defensive backs.

A four-year letter winner at quarterback for East
Stroudsburg from 1991-94, Franklin was a two-time
Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference selection. As a
senior he garnered team MVP honors and was a Harlon Hill
nominee for Division Il Player of the Year after setting seven
school records, including single-season marks for total
offense (3,128), passing yards (2,586) and TD passes (19).

Franklin earned a bachelor's in psychology from East
Stroudsburg in 1995 and a master's in educational
leadership from Washington State in 1999.

He and his wife, Fumi, have two daughters, Ava and
Addison.

By hiring James Franklin as its
head coach, Vanderbilt has one of
the nation's top quarterback
mentors guiding its program.

And Franklin, believes the
Commodores will succeed in
developing future stars at the
quarterback position.

"Maximizing the talents of our
quarterbacks, and doing a great job
mentoring that position, is critically
important to the overall success
of our team," Franklin said. "It is a
priority with this coaching staff."

Franklin's emphasis on the
position is extremely attractive to
highly regarded prep quarterbacks
nationwide.

Indeed, the new Commodore
coach knows what it takes to
become a top quarterback. An elite

signal caller at the Division Il level
during his playing days, Franklin
has surrounded himself with great
quarterbacks since getting into the
coaching ranks in the mid-1990s. His resume
includes time with National Football League
legends, a current pro starter in Tampa Bay's
Josh Freeman, and others who have achieved
individual and team successes.

Freeman, now in his second year at Tampa
Bay, remains a huge Franklin fan.

"Coach (Franklin) has meant so much to me,
both on and off the field," Freeman said. "One
of the best things that ever happened to me
was getting to work with Coach Franklin."

In three short years at Kansas State, Free-
man evolved from a strong-armed prospect
to the No. 17 overall NFL draft pick in 2009.

In his last year paired with Franklin, Freeman
emerged for the Wildcats, throwing for a team-
record 3,353 yards along with 18 touchdowns.

Franklin's most recent pupil, Maryland's
Danny 0'Brien, blossomed as a redshirt fresh-
man in 2010. Inserted into the Terrapins' start-
ing lineup in the fourth game, 0'Brien went on
to garner Atlantic Coast Conference Rookie of
the Year honors after throwing for 2,438 yards,
22 touchdowns and just eight interceptions.

0'Brien, also named as a first-team fresh-
man All-America, was recruited by Franklin

and swayed by the coach's knowledge of the
quarterback position, competitive drive and
enthusiasm.

"Coach was a big factor in my decision (to
attend Maryland)," O'Brien said. "We have
similar passion for the game and | thought he
was the coach to mold me into the player |
thought | could be."

Under Franklin's watch, O'Brien spent a year
improving his mechanics, learning to break
down film and getting a solid grasp of the of-
fensive scheme. Then, when given the offensive
reins last fall, 0'Brien never looked back.

"Coach truly knows the position, and really
taught me how to be a college quarterback and
what it meant to have that role. Everything from
watching film the proper way and leading our
team to how | should carry myself, on and off
the field," 0'Brien said.

0'Brien's rise at Maryland mirrored that of
Freeman at Kansas State.

“I was very raw, and needed development
in really every area," Freeman said. "Coach
taught me proper footwork, how to better
understand pass routes and schemes, just
how to play the position. Truly, to this day, my
fundamental foundation as a quarterback came

from the time with him."

Franklin mentored Freeman after spending
the 2005 season at Green Bay coaching wide
receivers. The Packer quarterback was none
other than NFL all-time leading passer Brett
Favre. Years earlier, through the NFL's Minority
Coaching Fellowship Program, Franklin also
spent extended time with another passing
legend, Miami hall of famer Dan Marino.

“I've enjoyed some unique coaching experi-
ences, especially at the quarterback position,
and learned from each opportunity,” Franklin
said. "Watching how Brett Favre went about
his business and how he treated his profession
helped me coach and prepare Josh at Kansas
State. | was better prepared to help Danny
(O'Brien) after working with Josh, and I'll be
even more prepared to develop Commodore
quarterbacks after working with Danny."

At Vanderbilt, Franklin and his offensive staff
will mentor a quarterback corps that includes
senior Larry Smith and two untested prospects,
redshirt junior Jordan Rodgers and redshirt
sophomore Charlie Goro. Three quarterback
signees in the 2011 class will expand the corps
this summer.

The 2010 Terrapins featured
one of the top offensive attacks in team history. The unit ranked second in
the Atlantic Coast Conference in scoring offense, averaging 32.2 points per
game. It was also one of the nation's most efficient, helping Maryland rank
sixth nationally in turnover margin by committing just 14 turnovers on the
season.

Donovan's two top running backs, Davin Meggett and Da'Rel Scott, each
rushed for more than 700 yards last year.

It marked Donovan's fourth season working with Maryland running
backs. In 2008, Donovan's second season mentoring the position, Scott
enjoyed a breakout campaign with 1,133 rushing yards. It was the seventh
highest single-season total in school history, and helped Scott receive first
team All-Atlantic Coast Conference honors.

Donovan served the 2006 and 2007 campaigns as Maryland's
quarterbacks coach. In 2006, Donovan mentored All-ACC quarterback Sam
Hollenbach to his finest season, throwing for 2,371 yards and 15 touch-
downs, and the eventual MVP trophy of Maryland's Champs Sports Bowl
victory over Purdue. In 2007, Chris Turner threw for nearly 2,000 yards in
eight starts, finishing third in the ACC in passing efficiency and helping the
Terps knock off Top 10 foes Rutgers and Boston College.

Prior to taking over as running backs coach, Donovan served as
Maryland's assistant recruiting coordinator. Friedgen also hired Donovan as
an offensive graduate assistant from 1998-2000 at Georgia Tech. Donovan
also worked as an assistant secondary coach at Villanova in 1997, helping
the Wildcats to a 12-1 mark.

A 1997 graduate of Johns Hopkins, Donovan was a three-year starter at
defensive back for the Blue Jays, earning 12 career interceptions.

in total defense (229.8 ypg) and scoring defense (12.1 ppg.). The effort
earned him 2009 FootballScoop NCAA FCS Coordinator of the Year honors.

Shoop's résumé spans two decades as a Division | coach, including two
separate stints as a defensive coordinator (Yale, 1994-96; Villanova, 1997)
and three years of head coaching experience (Columbia, 2003-05).

Shoop's most recent position prior to coming to William & Mary was at
the University of Massachusetts, where he worked with the Minutemen's
defensive backfield and helped the squad to an appearance in the NCAA
Division I-AA Championship game in 2006.

As Tulsa's co-offensive coordinator, Hand coached an offensive line
that paved the way for the nation's No. 1-ranked offense in 2007 and
2008.
