From the start of the 2019 season, Wake Forest has scored 40-
plus points in 17 of it's 37 games (46.0 percent).

Four different Demon Deacons found the endzone in Week One
with all three of Mitch Griffis’ touchdown passes finding different
receivers in Taylor Morin, Blake Whiteheart and Jahmal Banks.
Inall, 10 Deacs caught at least one pass in the victory Thursday.

«DEACS SEASON OPENERS: Over the last decade, Wake
Forestis now 9-3 in season openers includinga 7-2 record in
head coach Dave Clawson’s tenure.

« SEPTEMBER STRONG: Since the start of the 2016 season,
Wake Forest holds a record of 18-5 in September. This

Last season, defensive lineman Rondell Bothroyd had a
breakout season with a team-high 16.5 tackles for loss
including 8.0 sacks which tied for the 10th best mark in
program history.

In the playoff era, 16 ACC DEs have finished with more TFL in
a year than Wake's Rondell Bothroyd did in 2021 (16.5). Of
those 16, seven became 1st-round draft picks, three more
were 2nd-rounders and only 1 went undrafted.

Bothroyd got off to a quick start to his season with a sack and
forced fumble in the season-opening win over VMI. He now has
at least one tackle for loss in 13 consecutive regular season
games and overall has at least one tackle for loss in 14 of the
last 15 games.

= With his strip sack resulting in a turnover for the Demon Deacons,
Wake Forest has now recorded at least one turnover in the last 16
games and 32 of the last 33 games.

Wake Forest's 11-3 record this season marks the
second time in program history that it has won double-
digit games. The Demon Deacons seven league victories
are the most in program history.
Wake Forest was one of 11 programs in the country to
play at least seven bowl eligible teams entering Week
13 of the season.
With the Deacs' win against Boston College, Wake
Forest moved to 4-2 on the season in road games for
the first time since the 2018 season. Those (2018 &
2021) are the only two seasons of the Dave Clawson
era that the Deacons have posted four wins on the road.
Wake Forest is 15-2 at home since the start of the
2019 season. Additionally with a perfect 6-0 mark
this season, the Deacs recorded their first undefeated
home record for the first time since 1979 and just the
third time since Wake Forest's 1970 ACC Championship
team.
Wake Forest has won nine-straight games inside Truist
Field which marks the longest home winning streak
in program history. The streak dates back to the win
over Campbell on Oct. 2, 2020 and is tied for the ninth
longest streak in the country.
The Demon Deacons were also the first school in the
conference to become bowl eligible with a perfect mark
of 6-0.

RECORD BREAKING OFFENSES

» From 2017-21, Wake Forest has produced the four
highest scoring seasons in schoal history with each
club scoring better. With Nick Sciba's third quarter field
goal against Clemson last season, the Deacs broke its
all-time scoring record for a single season with 474
combined points in 11 games, besting the previous
record of 459 points set in 2017.

The Demon Deacons finished the season with 574
points, becoming the first Wake Forest team to cross
over the 500-point mark in school history while also
setting the school record with 41.0 points per game.
Wake Forest became just the 20th ACC team in the
college football modern era (Post-WWII) to cross over
the milestone of 500 points scored in a single season.

» In the 2019 season, the Demon Deacons finished the
year with 14 interceptions by 10 different players. In
nine games in 2020, Wake Forest nearly matched that
mark as nine different players have accounted for the
Deacs' 13 total interceptions. At the end of the 2020
FBS season, Wake Forest is the one of just six teams
in the country to have three or more interceptions
returned for touchdowns.

The Deacs got off to a fast start in 2021, forcing six
turnovers in their week three victory over Florida State
(three fumbles and three interceptions), the most in the
Dave Clawson era.

» Redshirt freshman Mitch Griffis shined in his first
collegiate start, finishing 21-0f-29 in completions for
a game-best 288 passing vards and three thrown
touchdowns.

Griffis completed 72.4 percent of his throws in his
starting debut. This is the highest percentage by a Wake
Forest quarterback in his starting debut since Riley
Skinner finished 22-0f-29 in his starting debut against
Duke in 2006.

RONDELL WRECKING BACKFIELDS

« Last season, defensive lineman Rondell Bothroyd
had a breakout season with a team-high 16.5 tackles
for loss including 8.0 sacks which tied for the 10th best
mark in program history.

» Inthe playoff era, 16 ACC DEs have finished with
more TFL in a year than Wake's Rondell Bothroyd did in
2021 (16.5). Of those 16, seven became 1st-round draft
picks, three more were 2nd-rounders and only 1 went
undrafted.

» Bothroyd got off to a quick start to his season with a sack
and forced fumble in the season-opening win over VMI. He
now has at least one tackle for loss in 13 consecutive regular
season games and overall has at least one tackle for loss in
14 of the last 15 games.

» With his strip sack resulting in a turnover for the Demon
Deacons, Wake Forest has now recorded at least one
turnover in the last 16 games and 32 of the last 33 games.

COMING FOR ALL THE RECORDS

» Redshirt junior quarterback Sam Hartman who first
started for the Demon Deacons is coming off his best
season yet and is on pace to hold nearly evebry passing
record in program history. He goes into the 2022 season
with 9,266 career passing vyards, ranking second in
program history. Already holding the program record
with 72 career touchdown passes, he also ranks in
the top-five in program histary in career completions,
attempts, completion percentage and passing efficiency.
The Charlotte, N.C. native is the highest rated returning
quarterback in the ACC with a 91.8 rating last season.
Additionally, he excelled at throwing the deep ball,
totaling 1,613 deep passing yards which trailed just Joe
Burrow (1,711 - 2019) since 2018. Hartman's 24 30-
plus vard completions trailed just Trace McSorley (25 -
2016) since 2016 and 14 of those completions went for
touchdowns, the most by any FBS quarterback in 2021.
Hartman's Gator Bowl MVP performance against
Rutgers marked the seventh time during the 2021
season Hartman has threw for over 300 yards. He

When Dave Clawson was named Wake Forest University's 32nd head football coach on Dec. 10, 2013, he set out to build the top
program in North Carolina and compete for championships.

After reaching a program record sixth-straight bowl game in 2021 while also capturing the 2021 ACC Atlantic title and winning the
Deacs' eighth Big 4 Championship in 2019, Clawson is realizing the vision of what he set out to create.

Clawson has also engineered an offense that has rewritten the record books at Wake Forest. The Deacons have set over 350 school re-
cords including marks for points scored, points per game, total offensive yards, first downs and passing yards over the past four seasons.

Clawson owns the school record for bow! victories, has climbed to the third-most wins in school history, and has led Wake Forest to a
five-year period (2017-21) of success that had been unmatched in school history, winning 38 games over that period.

Meanwhile, the long-awaited Sutton Sports Performance Center opened in fall 2019 and gave Wake football a state-of-the-art facility that
features a world-class strength and conditioning complex to go with 16,000 square feet of space for coaches' offices, recruiting space and team
meeting areas as well as a specialized nutrition center. More is on the way with the opening of the McCreary Football Complex in late 2022.

Clawson joined the Demon Deacons after five seasons as the head coach at Bowling Green State University where he led the Falcons
to the 2013 Mid-American Conference championship with a 47-27 win over No. 16 Northern lllinois.

In his 22 years as a head coach, Clawson has delivered a conference championship at each of his first three stops. Prior to the 2013
MAC title, Clawson helped Richmond to a pair of Colonial Athletic Association titles in 2005 and 2007. His first championship as a head
coach came in 2002 when he led Fordham to the Patriot League title.

He has also earned numerous Coach of the Year awards. He was the Patriot League Coach of the Year in 2001 and 2002 and was
awarded the 2005 Atlantic 10 Coach of the Year award in just his second year in the league. The 2007 CAA Coach of the Year award
marked his fourth conference Coach of the Year honor in his first nine years as a head coach.

In 2002, Clawson was the Schutt Sports/American Football Monthly I-AA Coach of the Year and a finalist for the Eddie Robinson
Award. In 2005, Clawson earned National Coach of the Year from |-AA.org and was again a finalist for the Eddie Robinson Award.

While raking in conference championships and coaching awards, Clawson has compiled an impressive 141 wins in his head coaching
career, 15th most amongst active FBS head coaches.

During the 2019 season, Sage Surratt
and Kendall Hinton became the first duo
in school history to each have over 1,000
yards receiving in the same season.

Compiled a 99-83-1 record in 16 years
as a head coach.

Each season since he has arrived on
campus at least one defensive lineman
has earned All-ACC honors.

Coordinated a Demon Deacon offense
that has set or tied over 300 offensive
records since the start of 2017.

Over the last four seasons, the Deacons
have racked up 136 sacks, the most
sacks of any five-year period in school
history.

The last four seasons have produced the
three highest scoring seasons in school
history with the Deacs setting a program
record in 2020 with 36.0 points per game.

Carlos “Boogie" Basham Jr. recorded 11
sacks in 2019, the second-most in a
season by a \Wake Forest player.

In 2019, Wake Forest finished 15th in
the nation in total offense, the highest-
finish every for a Demon Deacon team.

Tutored kicker Nick Sciba who set

the NCAA record by converting 34
consecutive field goal tries over the
2018 and 2019 seasons and is the all-
time leading scorer in program history.

Oversaw the development of tight end
Cam Serigne who earned first team All-ACC
honors and set the conference record for
receptions, receiving yards and touchdown
catches by a tight end in a career.

Placed four of its five offensive line
starters on the All-ACC team following
the 2019 season, the first time in school
history.

Set the school record for passing vards
in a season in 2019 while posting its
lowest sacks allowed per pass attempt
since 1998.

Six #BeefBoys have made it to the NFL
including Zach Tom, Justin Herron and
Phil Haynes who were drafted.

Adams was with Wake Forest's new
defensive coordinator Brad Lambert at
Charlotte for eight seasons (2011-18).

During his lone season with the
Midshipmen as the cornerbacks coach,
Navy finished with the top passing
defense in the American Athletic
Conference allowing just 180.8 vards
per game.

Adams was a two-time letterman at
linebacker for Wake Forest.

Put together three straight seasons of
rushing for over 2,000 yards from 2017-
19, the first time that has happened
since 1996.

Wake has rushed for 83 touchdowns
over the last four years, the most-
productive three-year stretch since
2003.

Tutored Matt Colburn Il and Cade Carney
who finished sixth ad seventh in school
history in career rushing yards.

Williams has a long history of training
NFL talent over his 24-year coaching
career. Currently, Williams has 11 players
on active NFL rosters and has produced
14 NFL draft picks from six different
schools including Ja'Sir Taylor in 2022.

Over his five seasons at Miami (FL),
Williams helped develop eight future
NFL players including 2016 first-round
pick, Artie Burns. All eight are still
currently on active rosters.

Over three decades of college coaching
experience including three years as a
head coach and 10 years as a defensive
coordinator.

Coached nine NFL Draft picks including
2014 First-Round Pick cornerback Justin
Gilbert.

From 2010-2017 under Spencer,
Oklahoma State ranked second
nationally in turnovers forced with 224.
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Lambert served eight seasons (2011-
18) as the head coach at Charlotte,
starting the program from scratch.

Wake Forest had five winning seasons
in his 10 years in Winston-Salem (2001-
10), including an 11-3 campaign in 2006
that led to an ACC championship.

In 2008, Aaron Curry won the Butkus
Award, presented annually to the
nation’s top linebacker.

Five of the 10 assistant coaches on the
current Wake Forest football coaching staff
have been in Winston-Salem since head
coach Dave Clawson arrived ahead of the
2014 season.

Defensive Coordinator Brad Lambert,
Safeties Coach James Adams and linebackers
coach Glenn Spencer all enter their first
season on staff. Adams has previously
served under Lambert during three different
stops at Wake Forest, Charlotte and Purdue
while Spencer was on Lambert's staff in
2018 as the defensive coordinator.

During the 2004 season Coach Cohen and
Coach Williams all served on the same staff
at University of Delaware. A year prior, Cohen
and Williams helped lead the Blue Hens to
the 2003 FCS National Championship with a
40-0 victory over Colgate.

Before coming to Wake Forest at the start
of Dave Clawson's tenure in 2014, Coach
Hunter spent the previous five seasons
working on Clawson's staff at Bowling Green.
He served both as a recruiting coordinator
and running backs coach during their tenure,
helping guide the Falcons to a 2013 Mid-
American Conference title.

QUICK NOTES

= The Wake Forest assistant coaches
have a combined 250 years of coaching
at the college level with seven coaches
with 20-plus seasons of experience.
Coach Higgins, Coach Lambert, Coach
Cohen, Coach Spencer and Coach Rug-
giero all have head coaching experience
at the college level.

On top of his 37 years of college
coaching experience, Coach Higgins
was on the Detrait Lions coaching staff
from 2001-04.

Since the start of the 2017 season,
Wake's 142 touchdown passes are the
most of any school in the ACC and tied
for the seventh most among all Power
5 teams. Additionally during that span,
the Deacs 271 total touchdown passes
are the second-most in the ACC.

Since being taken in the second round of the 2018 NFL Draft,
defensive back Jessie Bate lll has made an immediate impact in the
Cincinnati Bengals secondary. He has started 67 of 69 possible games
and played 956 percent of all of the team's total defensice snaps. He
topped 100 total tackles in each of his first three seasons in the league,
and helped lead his team to an AFC Title in his fourth.

He led the 2021 NFL playoffs in pass breakups (six) and interceptions
(2) en route to a Super Bow! appearance. His pass deflection late in
the AFC Championship game, which was intercepted by teammate
Vonn Bell, led to the eventual game-winning drive to send the
Bengals to the Super Bowl.

After a career year in 2020, Bates established himself as one of the
best players in the league as Bates was named the 90th-best player
on the NFL's Top 100 players of 2021.

Following the 2020 season, Bates was named to the NFL All-Pro
second team, the first All-Pro selection of his young career. He was
also honored as the Bengals' 2020 MVP by the Pro Football Writers
of America, and graded as the top safety in the NFL by Pro Football
Focus.

Bates finished his third pro season with career-highs in solo tackles
and passes defended with 78 and 15, respectively. He also racked
up three interceptions and one forced fumble, while starting all 16
games.

After playing football in Groves Stadi-
um since 1940, Wake Forest renamed its
facility BB&T Field from 2007-19 season.
Ahead of the 2020 season, it was renamed
to Truist Field at Wake Forest.

Wake Forest began playing intercolle-
giate football in Groves Stadium in 1940
when the school, then located in Wake
Forest, N.C,, first dedicated a 20,000-seat
facility by that same name on its original
campus. When Wake opened its current
facility in 1968, the school kept the Groves
name.

The stadium was named in honor of
Henry H. Groves, Sr., who passed away in
1985. It was his generous gift that made
possible the construction of the original
stadium, which would be the site of some
of the finest moments in Wake Forest
athletic history.

The Deacs played their final game in
old Wake Forest in 1955 before the school
moved to Winston-Salem. After several
years of playing at Bowman Gray Stadium,
the Deacs moved to Groves Stadium in
1968.

In 1957, the original Groves Stadium
was sold to Wake Forest High School for
the sum of $10 and became the home of
high school football and other community
events. It was later renamed Trentini Sta-
dium, in memory of the late Tony Trentini,
a Wake Forest football player and 1956
graduate, who later returned to serve as
the high school team'’s coach.

WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. -- The Wake Forest football team defeated VMI in front of the largest
Opening Night student crowd ever (3,752 students) on Thursday night inside Truist Field. With
the 44-10 win, the Demon Deacons have won 10-straight games inside Truist Field, marking
the longest home winning streak in program history.

The streak dates back to the win over Campbell on Oct. 2, 2020 and is tied for the seventh-longest
streak among Power 5 schools. Overall, Wake Forest (1-0) is now 16-2 at home since 2019.

Redshirt freshman quarterback Mitch Griffis tossed three touchdowns and threw for 288 yards
in his first-career start. Wake Forest was paced on the ground by redshirt junior running back
Christian Turner as he had a career-high tying two touchdowns and a personal-best 100 yards.

Through the air, the Deacs were led by Paul Hornung Award Watch List honoree Taylor Morin with
five receptions for 74 yards and an impressive diving touchdown in the corner of the endzone.

With Jahmal Banks' 14-yard touchdown reception in the fourth quarter, Wake Forest ran its
point total to 44, which marked the Demon Deacons third-highest Opening Night tally since
the turn of the century.

Defensively, 21 players tallied multiple tackles and redshirt senior defensive back Isaiah Wingfield
had a career-day with four tackles and two pass breakups.

Over the last decade, Wake Forest is 9-3 in season openers including a 7-2 record in head
coach Dave Clawson'’s tenure. Additionally, The Deacs hold a mark of 8-1 in home openers in
the Clawson era.
